1. An entry includes a signed application, a photo of a hat, and a typed narrative.

2. All submitted applications, photos and narratives remain the property of Mount Pleasant
Main Street and the Titus County Historical Commission.

3. Mount Pleasant Main Street and the Titus County Historical Commission reserve the
right to display or publish any application, photo or narrative at their discretion.

4. Narratives
a. All narratives must be related to a hat and must be about:

i. An individual or group of people who reside or resided in Titus County or
who were born in Titus County, or

ii. An event, incident, occasion or occurrence which took place in Titus
County.

b. Narratives must be a true and accurate account.
c. Narratives will be screened for inappropriate language, content or subject matter.
d. Narratives must be typed, have a title and include the applicant’s name.
i. Font: Times New Roman, 10 point.
ii. Spacing: Double spaced.
ii. Margins: 1 inch margins on top, bottom, and sides.
iv. Pages: Not more than 2 pages.

a. You must submit a photo of your hat. Do not submit your only copy of a photo.

b. Photos must display the hat which is related to the narrative. The photo can be a
person or persons in a hat or may just be a picture of the subject hat.

c. People in the photo should be identified on the back of the photo in left to right
order to the extent possible.

d. The applicant’s name should be written on the back of the photo.

6. Mount Pleasant Main Street and the Titus County Historical Commission are not
responsible for loss or damage of any application, photograph, or narrative.



7. Mount Pleasant Main Street and the Titus County Historical Commission are not
responsible for any harm or injuries sustained as a result of this initiative.

8. All entries must be turned in to the Mount Pleasant Main Street Office located at City
Hall, 501 N. Madison, Mount Pleasant, Texas 75455 or postmarked by 5:00 p.m. on
Friday, May 29, 2009.
