CONSIDER APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF DECEMBER 12, 2006 REGULAR SESSION.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Nance, to approve the minutes of December 12, 2006 Regular Session.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER ACCEPTANCE OF THE 2005-2006 AUDIT AS PRESENTED BY CONWAY COMPANY CPAS.

Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Hensel, to accept the city’s audit for the fiscal year 2006.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER AUTHORIZING MPIDC BOARD TO SIGN A TRACK AGREEMENT PROVIDED BY UNION PACIFIC RAILROAD AND PAY $265,465 FOR REQUIRED #11 SWITCH AND LEAVING SIGNAL.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Nance, to authorize the MPIDC Board to sign a track agreement with Union Pacific Railroad and pay to them $265,465 for the required #11 switch and leaving signal.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER AMENDING CHAPTER 114 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES PROHIBITING SOLICITATION IN PUBLIC STREETS EXCEPT FOR CHARITABLE SOLICITATIONS AND PROVIDING REGULATIONS FOR SUCH CHARITABLE SOLICITATION; PROVIDING A PENALTY; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION AND EFFECTIVE DATE.

Motion was made by Council Member Erwin, second by Council Member Hensel, to table this item for further review.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER AUTHORIZATION TO RENEW THE MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN NORTHEAST TEXAS COMMUNITY COLLEGE AND THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Erwin, to renew the agreement between Northeast Texas Community College and the City for the use of the fire department’s facilities and equipment in the fire academy.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER ALLOWING FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH TO CONNECT TO THE CITY SEWER SYSTEM.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Hensel, to allow First Baptist Church to connect to the city sewer system.  First Baptist Church will pay 100% of design, construction and maintenance costs and will be charged monthly at the rate of one and one-half times the normal rate.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER RESOLUTION NO. 2007-1 AUTHORIZING PARTICIPATION IN A COALITION OF CITIES KNOWN AS THE CITIES ADVOCATING REASONABLE DEREGULATION (CARD) REGARDING LEGISLATIVE EFFORTS INVOLVING THE DELAY OF ELECTRIC DEREGULATION IN THE NORTHEAST TEXAS REGION.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Nance, to approve Resolution No. 2007-1 authorizing participation in a coalition of cities regarding legislative efforts involving the delay of electric deregulation in the Northeast Texas Region.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2007-2 AUTHORIZING A JOINT ELECTION WITH HARTS BLUFF INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT.

Motion was made by Council Member Erwin, second by Council Member Nance, to approve Resolution No. 2007-2 authorizing a joint election with Harts Bluff Independent School District.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPOINTMENT OF ONE BOARD MEMBER TO THE MOUNT PLEASANT HOUSING AUTHORITY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Nance, to appoint Judy Hammonds to the Mount Pleasant Housing Authority Board of Commissioners.  Her term will be effective immediately and run until June 30, 2008.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.
