CONSIDER APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 6, 2007 REGULAR SESSION.

Motion was made by Council Member Erwin, second by Council Member Meriwether, to approve the minutes of February 6, 2007 Regular Session.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER ADOPTION OF RESOLUTION NO. 2007-6 ESTABLISHING THE 2007 “QUAKE ON TOWN LAKE” TO BE HELD APRIL 13, 14 AND 15, 2007, AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT TO CO-SPONSOR SAID EVENT, AUTHORIZING THE USE OF TOWN LAKE PARK AND LAKE FOR SAID EVENT AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH THE STATE OF TEXAS FOR TEMPORARY CLOSURE OF STATE RIGHT-OF-WAY.

Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Hensel, to approve Resolution No. 2007-6 establishing the Quake on Town Lake to be held April 13, 14 and 15, 2007 and authorize the City of Mount Pleasant to co-sponsor the event and use Town Lake Park and Lake for the event and enter into an agreement with the State of Texas for temporary closure of State right-of-way.  This event will require time and man hours from the parks department and Mike Hall.  Also the fire department and police department will be needed during the races for traffic control and security.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER ACCEPTANCE OF BID FROM H & W INDUSTRIAL SERVICES, INC. OF LONGVIEW, TEXAS TO PAINT ONE CLARIFIER AT THE WATER TREATMENT PLANT.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Erwin, to accept the bid from H & W Industrial Services, Inc. of Longview, Texas to paint one clarifier at the water treatment plant at a price of $30,375.00.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2007-4 SUPPORTING THE DEVELOPMENT EFFORTS OF MOUNT PLEASANT-CHARGER PROPERTIES LP FOR AN AFFORDABLE RENTAL HOUSING COMPLEX CALLED AUSTIN PLACE TO BE LOCATED IN THE 2200 BLOCK OF NORTH EDWARDS (FM 1734) AND HEAR PRESENTATION,

Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Meriwether, to approve Resolution No. 2007-4 supporting the development efforts of Mount Pleasant-Charger Properties LP for an affordable rental housing complex called Austin Place to be located in the 2200 block of North Edwards (FM 1734).  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2007-5 SUPPORTING THE DEVELOPMENT EFFORTS OF WILHOIT PROPERTIES, INC., IN THE PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT OF AN AFFORDABLE RENTAL HOUSING APARTMENT PROJECT CALLED LAKESIDE APARTMENTS TO BE LOCATED ON THE SOUTH SIDE OF TENNISON ROAD APPROXIMATELY ONE BLOCK EAST OF HIGHWAY 271.

Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Hensel, to approve Resolution No. 2007-5 supporting the development efforts of Wilhoit Properties, Inc., in the proposed development of an affordable rental housing apartment project called Lakeside Apartments to be located on the south side of Tennison Road approximately one block east of Highway 271.  Upon a vote, Council Member Meriwether, and Council Member Erwin, voted yes.  Council Member Huffman abstained due to a personal interest in the property.  Motion carried.

CONSIDER NOMINATIONS FOR THE TITUS COUNTY APPRAISAL DISTRICT BOARD OF DIRECTORS.

Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Meriwether, to table this item.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPOINTMENTS TO VARIOUS BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS.

Motion was made by Council Member Hensel, second by Council Member Huffman, to approve the following appointments:

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF THE MOUNT PLEASANT/TITUS COUNTY CHAMBER OF COMMERCE 2007 TOURISM BUDGET FUNDED THROUGH THE HOTEL/MOTEL OCCUPANCY TAX.

Motion was made by Council Member Hensel, second by Council Member Nance, to approve the Mount Pleasant/Titus County Chamber of Commerce 2007 Tourism Budget funded through the hotel/motel occupancy tax.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2007-7 JOINING A COALITION OF CITIES AND OTHER GROUPS, CALLED “TEXANS FOR AFFORDABLE AND RELIABLE POWER” (TARP).

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Erwin, to approve Resolution No. 2007-7 joining a coalition of cities and other groups, called “Texans for Affordable and Reliable Power” (TARP) and approve a membership of $1,000 as a government member.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER REQUEST FROM JUSTIN GLENN TO CONNECT TO CITY WATER ON PROPERTY LOCATED OUTSIDE THE CITY LIMITS.

Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Meriwether, to allow Justin Glenn to connect to city water on property located outside the city limits with Mr. Glenn paying rate plus one-half for water charges and tap fees.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.
