CONSIDER APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 21, 2006 REGULAR SESSION.

Motion was made by Council Member Erwin, second by Council Member Meriwether, to approve the minutes of February 21, 2006 Regular Session.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVING ORDINANCE NO. 2006-7 REPEALING THE OUTDOOR BURNING BAN AND DISCUSS THE TEXAS OUTDOOR BURNING RULE.

Motion was made by Council Member Erwin, second by Council Member Nance, to approve Ordinance No. 2006-7 repealing the outdoor burning ban.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.  Larry McRae, Fire Chief, also discussed the Texas Outdoor Burning Rule.  The Outdoor Burning Rule only allows outdoor burning under very few exceptions, the burning of leaves and yard debris is not allowed under the exceptions.  Land clearing is allowed but has to follow the general requirements for burning, some of which are 1) can not start burn before an hour after sun rise and has to be completely extinguished one hour prior to sun set. 2) If the neighbors complain about the smoke the fire has to be extinguished. 3) Winds have to be at least 6 MPH and less than 23 MPH, with no current or predicted temperature inversions.  The city will begin enforcing the permit for outdoor burning required by the 2003 International Fire Code, which has been adopted.  This will allow the city to advise the person wishing to burn what the stipulations are for outdoor burning and there will be no fee for the permit.

CONSIDER AUTHORIZATION TO SEEK BIDS FOR INTEROPERABLE RADIO EQUIPMENT FOR POLICE, FIRE AND PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENTS.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Mars, to allow staff to seek bids for interoperable radio equipment for police, fire and public works department.  This will be funded by the 2005 Homeland Security Grant.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER AWARD OF BID FOR INDUSTRIAL FOUNDATION DRIVE WATER, SEWER SYSTEM AND STREET IMPROVEMENTS, BID #E4-0506 TO BARNWELL INDUSTRIES OF QUEEN CITY, TEXAS IN THE AMOUNT OF $412,701.91.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Nance, to approve the bid for Industrial Foundation Drive water, sewer system and street improvements to Barnwell Industries of Queen City, Texas in the amount of $412,701.91 contingent upon signed documents with Newlywed Foods.  Completion time is 180-calendar days.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

SECOND PUBLIC HEARING CONSIDERING THE VOLUNTARY ANNEXATION ON A 20+ ACRE TRACT IN THE CYPRESS INDUSTRIAL PARK.

The Mayor opened the public hearing on the annexation on a 20+-acre tract in the Cypress Industrial Park.  This tract of land is west of US 271 and north of State Rd. 3417.  No one was present at the meeting to address this annexation.  Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Mars, to close the public hearing.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER ORDINANCE NO. 2006-8 ANNEXING A 20+ ACRE TRACT IN THE CYPRESS INDUSTRIAL PARK.

Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Meriwether, to approve Ordinance No. 2006-8 annexing a 20+-acre tract in the Cypress Industrial Park.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING REGARING AN APPLICATION TO REZONE SUBMITTED BY THE MOUNT PLEASANT INDUSTRIAL FOUNDATION TO REZONE 21.92 ACRES SITUATED IN THE REBECCA KIRK SURVEY, ABSTRACT NO. 331, IN THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT, TEXAS, FROM ITS CURRENT FUTURE DEVELOPMENT ZONING CLASSIFICATION TO A LIGHT INDUSTRIAL ZONING CLASSIFICATION.

The Mayor opened the public hearing concerning the rezone request from the Mount Pleasant Industrial Foundation to rezone 21.92 acres from its current future development zoning classification to a light industrial zoning classification.  No one was in attendance to address this item.  Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Erwin, to close the public hearing.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF AN APPLICATION TO REZONE SUBMITTED BY THE MOUNT PLEASANT INDUSTRIAL FOUNDATION TO REZONE 21.92 ACRES SITUATED IN THE REBECCA KIRK SURVEY, ABSTRACT NO. 331, IN THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT, TEXAS, FROM ITS CURRENT FUTURE DEVELOPMENT ZONING CLASSIFICATION TO A LIGHT INDUSTRIAL ZONING CLASSIFICATION.

Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Mars, to approve an application to rezone submitted by the Mount Pleasant Industrial Foundation to rezone 21.92 acres from its current future development zoning classification to a light industrial zoning classification.  The property is located on the north side of FM 3417, approximately 1/10th of a mile west of U.S. Hwy. 271 South.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.
CONSIDER APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2006-3 TO EXECUTE DEED AND OTHER NECESSARY DOCUMENTS TO CONVEY PROPERTY SOLD WHICH HAD A TAX FORECLOSURE JUDGMENT.

Motion was made by Council Member Mars, second by Council Member Erwin, to approve Resolution No. 2006-3 to execute deed and other necessary documents to convey property sold which had a tax foreclosure judgment.  This property is located at the corner of 509 S. Chambers and W. Cash St. and will be purchased by Ables Flores at a total price of $5,000.00.  The money will be distributed to the various taxing entities at a pro-rata share of taxes due.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2006-4 TO EXECUTE DEED AND OTHER NECESSARY DOCUMENTS TO CONVEY PROPERTY SOLD WHICH HAD A TAX FORECLOSURE JUDGMENT.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Nance, to approve Resolution No. 2006-4 to execute deed and other necessary documents to convey property sold which had a tax foreclosure judgment.  This property is located at 213 S. O’Tyson and will be purchased by Pilgrims Pride at a total price of $5,499.88.  The money will be distributed to the various taxing entities at a pro-rata share of taxes due.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2006-5 TO EXECUTE DEED AND OTHER NECESSARY DOCUMENTS TO CONVEY PROPERTY SOLD WHICH HAD A TAX FORECLOSURE JUDGMENT.

Motion was made by Council Member Mars, second by Council Member Meriwether, to approve Resolution No. 2006-5 to execute deed and other necessary documents to convey property sold which had a tax foreclosure judgment.  This property is located at 1125 W. Rhambeau and will be purchased by Pilgrims Pride at a total price of $8,582.24.  The money will be distributed to the various taxing entities at a pro-rata share of taxes due.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF AN APPLICATION TO REPLAT SUBMITTED BY KATHY SWANNER, JAMES S. MATHIS, AND LAURA MATHIS, TO REPLAT LOT 16, BLOCK 5, LATSON HEIGHTS ADDITION, IN THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT.

Motion was made by Council Member Mars, second by Council Member Meriwether, to approve the above referenced replat.  The lot will be replatted into Lots 16R-1, 16R-2, and 16R-3 Block 5, Latson Heights Addition and is located on the east side of South Lide Avenue 150 feet south of East Park Drive.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF PROCLAMATION DESIGNATING APRIL 2006 AS FAIR HOUSING MONTH.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Mars, to approve a proclamation designating April 2006 as Fair Housing Month.  This is a requirement for our state housing grants.
