OATH OF OFFICE FOR MAYOR AND TWO (2) COUNCIL MEMBERS.

The oath of office was administered by Kerry Wootten, City Attorney for Place 1 and Place 2 Council Members. 

PUBLIC HEARING AND CONSIDER APPROVAL OF A REQUEST FROM MOLLYE TILLMAN, REPRESENTING GLENDA HAYS, TO REZONE LOTS 4, 5 AND 5A, BLOCK 254-C, IN THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT, FROM SINGLE FAMILY-2 TO GENERAL RETAIL ZONING CLASSIFICATION.

Robert Nance, Mayor Pro-Tem, opened the public comment for any input from the audience.  No one was present to address this item.  Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Erwin, to close the public hearing.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.  Motion was then made by Council Member Erwin, second by Council Member Huffman, to approve the rezone of the above referenced lot from single family-2 to general retail.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING FOR THE ORCA GRANT COMPLETED IN THE MCLEAN SUBDIVISON.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2007-13 FOR THE SALE OF LOT 5, BLOCK 2, BRANCH & ELLIS ADDITION TO FIRST CHURCH OF GOD IN CHRIST WHICH HAD PREVIOUSLY BEEN STRUCK OFF TO THE CITY AT THE SHERIFF’S SALE.

Motion was made by Council Member Erwin, second by Council Member Meriwether, to approve Resolution No. 2007-13 for the sale of Lot 5, Block 2, Branch & Ellis Addition to first Church of God in Christ at a price of $2,500.00.  The property is located at 507 Lee Street and had previously been struck off to the city at the Sheriff’s sale for unpaid taxes.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER AND POSSSIBLY APPROVE 2007 SWIMMING POOL SCHEDULE AND RATES.
