CONSIDER APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF MAY 15, 2007 REGULAR SESSION AND MAY 24, 2007 SPECIAL SESSION.

Motion was made by Council Member Erwin, second by Council Member Meriwether, to approve the minutes of May 15, 2007 Regular Session and May 24, 2007 Special Session.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2007-14 FOR THE SALE OF LOTS  8 & 9, BLOCK 14, SUNRISE ADDITION (1317 & 1319 EAST 9TH STREET) TO REFUS AND ANGELIA RUNDLES WHICH HAD PREVIOUSLY BEEN STRUCK OFF TO THE CITY AT THE SHERIFF’S SALE.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Nance, to approve Resolution No. 2007-14 for the sale of Lots 8 & 9, Block 14, Sunrise Addition to Refus and Angelia Rundles in the amount of $4,705.53.  The property is located at 1317 & 1319 East 9th Street.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT WITH THE CITY OF DAINGERFIELD, TEXAS, TO PROVIDE COMMERICAL BUILDING INSPECTION AND FOOD INSPECTION SERVICES.

Motion was made by Council Member Hensel, second by Council Member Huffman, to approve a Cooperative Agreement with the City of Daingerfield, Texas to provide commercial building inspection and food inspection services.  The City of Daingerfield has adopted the City of Mt. Pleasant’s fee schedule, so the City of Mt. Pleasant will get the fee plus an additional $25.00 per inspection.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE NO. 2007-4 GRANTING A FRANCHISE TO SOUTHWESTERN ELECTRIC POWER COMPANY (SWEPCO) ALLOWING SAID COMPANY TO ENTER UPON AND USE THE STREETS, AVENUES, BOULEVARDS, ALLEYS, HIGHWAYS, SIDEWALKS, BRIDGES AND OTHER PUBLIC GROUNDS OF THE CITY WITHIN ITS CITY LIMITS FOR A PERIOD OF 20 YEARS TO USE, SELL, DISTRIBUTE AND SUPPLY ELECTRIC ENERGY FOR LIGHT, HEAT, POWER AND OTHER PURPOSES TO THE CITY AND ITS INHABITANTS AND TO OTHERS.

This was the first reading of an ordinance with AEP-Swepco as required by the city’s charter.  There will be a second reading at the next meeting where action will be taken.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF THE TEXAS DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION AIRPORT PROJECT PARTICIPATION AGREEMENT (APPA) AND DESIGNATING THE CITY MANAGER AS THE CITY’S AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE.

Motion was made by Council Member Hensel, second by Council Member Huffman, to approve the Texas Department of Transportation Airport Project Participation Agreement and designating the City Manager as the city’s authorized representative.  This is the runway extension project estimated to be $3,864,160.00 which the city has matched this amount at 10%.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER MOVING THE JUNE 19, 2007 CITY COUNCIL MEETING TO JUNE 26, 2007 AND CONSIDER CANCELING JULY 3, 2007 AND JULY 17, 2007 REGULAR MEETINGS OF THE CITY COUNCIL.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Nance, to approve moving the next council meeting to June 26, 2007 and canceling both meetings in July.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.
