CONSIDER APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF MAY 16, 2006 REGULAR SESSION AND MAY 25, 2006 SPECIAL SESSION.

CONSIDER CHANGE ORDER NO. 1 ON BARNWELL INDUSTRIES, INDUSTRIAL FOUNDATION DRIVE WATER, SEWER SYSTEM AND STREET IMPROVEMENTS, BID #E4-0506.
