CONSIDER APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF JUNE 26, 2007 REGULAR SESSION.

Motion was made by Council Member Erwin, second by Council Member Nance, to approve the minutes of June 26, 2007 Regular Session.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING AND CONSIDER APPROVAL OF AN APPLICATION FOR REPLAT SUBMITTED BY JOSE DOMINGUEZ AND TEODULO DOMINGUEZ, TO REPLAT LOT 14 AND THE NORTH 34.8 FEET OF LOT 13, BLOCK 6, LATSON HEIGHTS ADDITION, IN THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT.

The Mayor opened the public hearing.  No one was in attendance to address this replat so the Mayor closed the public hearing.  Motion was then made by Council Member Erwin, second by Council Member Nance, to approve the replat.  The property is located on the southwest corner of South Lide Street and East Pecan Street and is presently zoned Single-Family 2.  This replat would replat Lot 14 and the North 34.8’ of Lot 13, Block 6, into Lots 14W-R and 14E-R.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING AND CONSIDER APPROVAL OF A REQUEST FROM LLOYD DOUGLAS, TO REZONE AN 18.46-ACRE TRACT KNOWN AS TRACT 100, AB 265, P. HERRON SURVEY, IN THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT, FROM SINGLE FAMILY-1 TO NEIGHBORHOOD SERVICE ZONING CLASSIFICATION.

The Mayor opened the public hearing.  The property is located on the east side of FM 2152 (Greenhill Road) approximately 900 feet north of its intersection with Fareway Lane.    Mark Donica-Developer/General Contractor and Lloyd Douglas-Owner were in attendance and presented a preliminary site plan and conceptual drawing of the proposed senior retirement community which includes a 155 bed nursing home, a 60 unit assisted living complex with an Alzheimer/Dementia wing, and independent living cottages for a continuum of care.  There were some area residents in attendance to ask questions and clarify uses of the property.  Originally the request was to rezone to neighborhood service but after the planning and zoning meeting on Monday, August 6 the request was changed to a Planned Development District.  This would allow only for a nursing home, assisted living and independent cottage for the entire tract.   After all questions were addressed, the Mayor closed the public hearing.  Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Hensel, to approve the rezone from a Single Family-1 to a Planned Development District.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER AND POSSIBLY APPROVE INDUSTRIAL CORPORATION BOARD ACTION TO AWARD BID FOR SIGNAGE, LANDSCAPING AND IRRIGATION IN THE MOUNT PLEASANT BUSINESS PARK TO OWENS LANDSCAPING.

Motion was made by Council Member Huffman, second by Council Member Nance, to approve the Industrial Development Board’s action to award the bid for signage, landscaping and irrigation in the Mount Pleasant Business Park to Owens Landscaping at a bid price of $73,840.00 with a 90 day completion after notice to proceed.  The board also approved a change order in the amount of $16,750.00 to add additional signage at Cypress Park.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

PRESENTATION OF 2006 WATER QUALITY REPORT.

This is an annual report required by TAC 30 290.271-290.275 that summarizes water quality for the previous year.  The report must be presented in a public forum and mailed to all residents.  This meets the state requirement.

CONSIDER AUTHORIZING THE USE OF THE TECHNOLOGY FUND TO PURCHASE A NEW SERVER FOR THE POLICE DEPARTMENT.

Motion was made by Council Member Huffman, second by Council Member Hensel, to approve the use of the technology fund to purchase a new server for the police department at an anticipated cost of $20,000.00.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.
