CONSIDER APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF AUGUST 1, 2006 REGULAR SESSION.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Erwin, to approve the minutes of August 1, 2006 Regular Session.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER AWARD OF CONTRACT FOR OVERLAY OF VARIOUS CITY STREETS TO APAC-TEXAS, BUSTER PAVING DIVISION IN THE AMOUNT OF $724,300.00

Motion was made by Council Member Erwin, second by Council Member Meriwether, to award the contract for the overlay of various city streets to APAC-Texas, Buster Paving Division in the amount of $724,300.00.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER AWARD OF BID NO. 6-0506 FOR ANNUAL PURCHASE OF UTILITY SUPPLIES.

Motion was made by Council Member Erwin, second by Council Member Meriwether, to award Bid No. 6-0506 for the annual purchase of utility supplies to the only bidder, Underground Utility Supply in the amount of $491,105.82.  This bid price is for the annual purchase of utility supplies and will be bought throughout the year.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF THE MPIDC ACTION TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES WITH R & R DRAFTING FOR RAIL BIDDING AND CONSTRUCTION INSPECTION SERVICES.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Erwin, to approve the MPIDC action to enter into an agreement for professional services with R & R Drafting for rail bidding and construction inspection services in an amount not to exceed $16,500.00.  This is for the construction of the rail spur which will serve Newly Weds Foods.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF THE MPIDC ACTION TO ENTER INTO A CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT WITH TOTAL LAWN AND FENCE FOR CONSTRUCTION OF APPROXIMATELY 1,150 FT. OF BARB WIRE FENCE.

Motion was made by Council Member Erwin, second by Council Member Meriwether, to approve the MPIDC action to enter into a construction contract with Total Lawn and Fence for construction of approximately 1,150 ft. of barb wire fence.  The property that the MPIDC acquired for future rail spur north of the Newly Weds Foods construction site needs to be fenced prior to construction beginning.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2006-11 SUPPORTING TXU POWER IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF A COAL-FIRED POWER GENERATING STATION IN TITUS COUNTY.

Motion was made by Council Member Hensel, second by Council Member Meriwether, to approve Resolution No. 2006-11 supporting TXU Power in the development of a coal-fired power generating station in Titus County.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.
