CONSIDER APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 19, 2006 REGULAR SESSION.

Motion was made by Council Member Hensel, second by Council Member Nance, to approve the minutes of the September 19, 2006 Regular Session.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER CONTRACT WITH KSA ENGINEERING, INC. FOR DESIGN OF NEW   5.0 MGD WATER TREATMENT PLANT AND ASSOCIATED WATER LINES.

Motion was made by Council Member Erwin, second by Council Member Hensel, to approve a contract with KSA Engineering, Inc. for the design of the city’s new 5.0 MGD water treatment plant and associated water lines.  This contract will provide professional services for the development of plans and specifications for the improvements to the water treatment and supply system as well as the wastewater collection system including modifications of the raw water pump station, raw water supply piping, new 5.0 MGD water treatment plant, new high service pump station, additions to the treated water distribution system, and additions to the wastewater collection system as well as construction administration and resident project representative services for improvements.  The total projected cost of this contract is $2,580,704.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2006-13 AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT TO RECEIVE 2007 ROUTINE MAINTENANCE GRANT FUNDS UNDER THE TEXAS DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION IN THE AMOUNT OF $100,000.

Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Erwin, to approve Resolution No. 2006-13 authorizing the city to receive 2007 routine maintenance grant funds from the Texas Department of Transportation to be used at the airport.  The state will contribute $50,000 with the city contributing $50,000 for a total of $100,000.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.
