CONSIDER APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 7, 2006 REGULAR SESSION.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Huffman, to approve the minutes of the November 7, 2006 Regular Session.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER ALLOWING BIG TEX TRAILERS LOCATED AT 1240 E. IH 30 TO TIE INTO THE CITY SEWER SYSTEM.

Motion was made by Council Member Hensel, second by Council Member Huffman, to approve the request from Big Tex Trailers to tie into the city’s sewer system.  Big Tex will pay 100% of the design, construction and maintenance costs and will be charged at the monthly rate of one and one-half times the normal rate.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously. CONSIDER APPROVAL OF AN APPLICATION TO FINAL PLAT SUBMITTED BY BONARRICO’S USA HOMES FOR CARLA’S PLACE ADDITION IN THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Nance, to approve an application for final plat submitted by Bonarrico’s USA Homes for Carla’s Place Addition.  The property is located on the north side of East Third Street and begins approximately 130 feet west of the intersection of East Third Street and Quille Avenue.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF AN APPLICATION TO REPLAT SUBMITTED BY ROBERTO DECIGA TO REPLAT LOT 2, THE EAST 12 FEET OF LOT 1 (ALSO KNOWN AS LOT 1B), AND 9 FEET OF AN UNIMPROVED ALLEY BELONGING TO THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT IN BLOCK 8, VAUGHAN ADDITION, IN THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT.

Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Huffman, to approve the above referenced replat.  The property is located on the southwest corner of the intersection of East Third Street and North Keith Avenue and will be replatted into Lot 2-R and Lot 3-R, Block 8, Vaughan Addition.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF AN APPLICATION TO REPLAT SUBMITTED BY TENNISON MEMORIAL UNITED METHODIST CHURCH, TO REPLAT LOT 4R, BLOCK 166, IN THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT.

Motion was made by Council Member Hensel, second by Council Member Nance, to approve the above referenced replat.  The lot will be replatted into Lot 4R-1 and Lot 4R-2, Block 166.  A Family Life Center will be constructed on Lot 4R-1 and a new preschool learning center on Lot 4R-2.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING AND CONSIDER APPROVAL OF AN APPLICATION FOR A SPECIFIC USE PERMIT FOR CHURCH USE SUBMITED BY TENNISON MEMORIAL UNITED METHODIST CHURCH FOR LOT 4R-1, BLOCK 166, IN THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT.

The Mayor opened the public hearing on this application.  No one was present to address this specific use permit.  Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Nance, to approve the specific use permit in order to construct a Family Life Center to be used in conjunction with the church.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING AND CONSIDER APPROVAL OF AN APPLICATION FOR A SPECIFIC USE PERMIT FOR DAY NURSERY OR KINDERGARTEN USE SUBMITTED BY TENNISON MEMORIAL UNITED METHODIST CHURCH, FOR LOT 4R-2, BLOCK 166, IN THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT.

The Mayor opened the public hearing on this application.  No one was present to address this specific use permit.  Motion was made by Council Member Huffman, second by Council Member Hensel, to approve the specific use permit in order to build a new preschool learning center on the property.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

SECOND PUBLIC HEARING CONSIDERING THE VOLUNTARY ANNEXATION OF A 140+ ACRE TRACT IN THE MOUNT PLEASANT BUSINESS PARK.

The Mayor opened the second public hearing concerning the voluntary annexation of a 140+ acre tract in the Mount Pleasant Business Park.  No one was present to address this item.  The Mayor declared the hearing closed.

SECOND PUBLIC HEARING CONSIDERING THE ANNEXATION OF 13.16+ ACRE TRACT KNOWN AS THE MATA PROPERTY.

The Mayor opened the second public hearing concerning the annexation of 13.16+ acre tract known as the Mata property.  No one was present to address this item.  The Mayor declared the hearing closed.

CONSIDER ADOPTION OF ORDINANCE NO. 2006-17 AMENDING THE 2006-2007 BUDGET.

Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Meriwether, to adopt Ordinance No. 2006-17 amending the 2006-2007 budget.  The amendment is needed to carry over the $35,000 budgeted during FY 2006-2006 to purchase software and equipment for Code Enforcement and also software for the Customer Complaint Tracking.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.
