CONSIDER APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 21, 2006 REGULAR SESSION AND NOVEMBER 28, 2006 SPECIAL SESSION.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Nance, to approve the minutes of the November 21, 2006 Regular Session and November 28, 2006 Special Session.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER ALLOWING CITY STAFF TO EXTEND WATER AND SEWER SERVICES TO THE WEST SIDE OF US 271 NORTH TO MAKE CITY SERVICES AVAILABLE TO EXISTING PROPERTIES.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Hensel, to approve extending water and sewer services to the west side of US 271 North to make city services available to existing properties contingent upon one or more customers making use of the water and sewer.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF CHANGE ORDER NO. 2, FINAL, ACCEPTANCE OF COMPLETED WORK, AND AUTHORIZATION FOR FINAL PAYMENT FOR INDUSTRIAL FOUNDATION DRIVE WATER, SEWER SYSTEM AND STREET IMPROVEMENTS, BID #E4-0506 TO BARNWELL INDUSTRIES IN THE AMOUNT OF $133,868.23.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Erwin, to approve Change Order No. 2 with Barnwell Industries decreasing the contract amount by $14,195.08 to a new contract amount of $395,048.83, approve final payment in the amount of $133,868.23 and accept the work as completed on the Industrial Foundation Drive water, sewer and street improvements project.  A one-year warranty period begins on the acceptance.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER AWARD OF CONTRACT FOR SLUDGE PRESS POLYMER TO PLOYDYNE OF RICEBORO, GEORGIA IN THE AMOUNT OF $.98 PER POUND.

Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Hensel, to award the contract for sludge press polymer to Ploydyne of Riceboro, Georgia in the amount of $.98 per pound.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF A REQUEST BY THE CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT TO QUIT CLAIM TO BONARICO USA HOMES, PROPERTY THAT LIES BETWEEN THE SOUTHWEST LINE OF SUNNY LANE AND THE NORTHEAST LINE OF LOT 12-R, BLOCK M, GADDIS PLACE ADDITION.

Motion was made by Council Member Hensel, second by Council Member Meriwether, to approve the above referenced quit claim to Bonarico USA Homes.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF ORDINANCE NO. 2006-18 AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE, SALE AND DELIVERY OF CITY OF MOUNT PLEASANT, TEXAS UTILITY SYSTEM REVENUE BONDS, SERIES 2006, AND APPROVING OTHER AUTHORIZING INSTRUMENTS AND PROCEDURES RELATING THERETO.

Motion was made by Council Member Hensel, second by Council Member Nance, to approve Ordinance No. 2006-18 authorizing the issuance, sale and delivery of revenue bonds and approving other authorizing instruments and procedures relating thereto.  First Southwest Company was awarded the bid for the bonds at an interest rate of 4.378527%.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER DECLARING CERTAIN CITY OWNED PROPERTY AS SURPLUS AND AUTHORIZING SALE OF PROPERTY AND APPROVING AN AGREEMENT WITH AUCTIONEEREXPRESS.COM FOR THE SALE OF PROPERTY IN AN ONLINE AUCTION.

Motion was made by Council Member Meriwether, second by Council Member Hensel, to declare certain city owned property as surplus and authorizing the sale through an online auction with AuctioneerExpress.com.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2006-16 DESIGNATING GUARANTY BOND BANK AS DEPOSITORY FOR THE CITY’S FUNDS.

Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Meriwether, to approve Resolution No. 2006-16 designating Guaranty Bond Bank as depository for the city’s funds.  Upon a vote, Council Member Hensel, Council Member Nance, and Council Member Meriwether voted yes.  Gene Erwin abstained due to a conflict of interest.  Motion carried.

CONSIDER CANCELING DECEMBER 19, 2006 REGULAR SESSION AND JANUARY 2, 2007 REGULAR SESSION OF THE CITY COUNCIL.

Motion was made by Council Member Nance, second by Council Member Erwin, to cancel the December 19, 2006 Regular Session and the January 2, 2007 Regular Session.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDER CHANGE ORDER TO THE CONTRACT WITH GEORGE HEDGE CONTRACTORS FOR CONSTRUCTION OF RAIL SPUR IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $132,258.00.

Motion was made by Council Member Erwin, second by Council Member Nance, to approve Change Order No. 1 with George Hedge Contractors for construction of a rail spur in an amount not to exceed $132,258.00.  With additional site survey it was determined the original specifications needed modifying to delete the construction and installation of the No. 11 turnout, add for the extension of a culvert and add for a significant amount of dirt excavation which was calculated incorrectly in the original specifications.  Upon a vote, motion carried unanimously.
